Streetview controls – 

drop the man on the 

map to move into 

‘streetview’ mode. You 

can go anywhere within 

the model – not just the 

marked points and not 

just on roads. 

Once in ‘streetview’ 

mode, a further control 

will pop up next to the 

north point, which allows 

you to switch between 

photography (person 

icon) and model view 

(building icon). The 

views are matched 

making it easy to work 

out if turbines would be 

screened by vegetation. 

If you choose a location 

where Streetview 

photography is not 

available – you won’t get 

the photography option.
